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ABSTRACT 

 

The study objective was to identify the extent of media effect, existing in the 

occupied lands, on  generating political awareness  among  the students of Palestine 

universities,  with the aim to  develop a model for good citizenship that could be  

adhered to by students. The questions were as follows :  

Does the media undertake the  task  of political education for students in 

Palestinian Universities ?  

Is there a relationship between priority issues presented in the media, and those 

presented with the students of Palestinian universities ?  

Do Arabic and Palestinian media play their role in delivering political  awareness  

to students ?  

To what extent  is Israeli media  attended by the students of Palestinian 

universities, and how much are they affected by it ?  

Are there statistically significant differences in Political awareness , among the 

students of Palestinian universities that can be   attributed to the  variables: gender , 

field of specialty , and the university?  
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Accordingly , what is the proposed model for building up a good citizenship ?  

The population of the study consisted of B.A. holders from Palestinian  state  

universities, for the scholastic year 2006-2007. Their number was (30411) female /male 

students. andom sample of 1000 students was selected  from the , mentioned forming 

approximately (3.5%) of the study population . 

To achieve the study objectives, a questionnaire of was prepared and developed 

via theoretical literature and   relevant  studies.(48)itemst. Reliability of the study 

instrument was verified  by  applying it , in  its final form, to a sample of (20) female / 

male  students from AL –Quds university , then Alpha Chronbach  equation was used to 

derive the internal consistency of these  items, and that reached 0.83. After having 

conducted the  required statistical  analysis's, findings   appeared as follows :  

The media has, in general, notable role  in generating political awareness among the 

students of Palestinian universities.  

There is  a  relationship between priorities of the  issued presented  in the media, and 

those presented with the students .  

Arabic news media  contributes highly to generating  political  awareness among the 

students, while Palestinian media. Contributes  moderately to this . 

The Percentage of attending to  Israeli media by the students is low, hence, political 

influence thereof  on them  is small. 

There are statistically significant differences at the significance level of  (α=0.01) in 

the rate of political awareness among the students of Palestinian  universities,   and  

these are  attributed to variables of gender, and  the university,  whereas, there are no 

statistically   significant differences at  the significance level of (α=0.01) in the rate of 

political awareness  that can be attributed to the field of specialty  variable. 
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According to those   findings, a model for good citizenship was  suggested in 

Palestine, where the students of Palestinian  universities could. The  model is based on  

knowing the rights  and duties, and   on the values of democracy and practive .

         Furthermore ,  based  upon those results, the  researcher has provided, in her
